I. SUMMONS 

 
Summons for the Meeting of the Sixth Session of the Eighth Tamil Nadu 

Legislative Assembly were issued to the Members on the 8th January 1988 in S.O.Ms. 
No.7, Legislative Assembly Secretariat, dated 8th January 1988. 
 

 
Due to the death of the Frontier Gandhi Thiru Khan Abdul Gaffar Khan on 20th 

January 1988, the State Government declared a holiday on the funeral day, i.e., on 22nd 
Januray 1988. 
 

 
The meeting of the Assembly was therefore postponed from 22nd January 1988 to 

25th January 1988 and a revised notification was issued by the Governor in S.O.Ms. 
No.13, Legislative Assembly Secretariat, dated 20th January 1988, summoning the 
Legislative Assembly on 25th January 1988. 

 
 

II. DURATION OF THE MEETING 
 

The Sixth Session of the Eighth Legislative Assembly commenced on the 27th 
January 1988 was adjourned on the 28th January 1988. 
 
 

III. DISSOLUTION 
 

The Eighth Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly was dissolved with effect from 
30th January 1988 by a proclamation issued by the President of India under Article 356 
of the Constitution of India.
